England’s South coast stretches some 400 miles from 
Margate on the Isle of Thanet down to Poole in Dorset. Start 
your coastal journey in Dover, home to the world-famous 
heritage coast, medieval Sandwich and quaint Deal, definitely 
worth taking time to stop If arriving here.
